Preamble

    FORMERLY, THIS ORGANIZATION WAS KNOWN AS DELTA OMEGA. FORMED OCTOBER 15, 1904 BY EIGHT WOMEN MEMBERS OF THE CLASS OF 1905 AND 1906 ATTENDING THE AMERICAN SCHOOL OF OSTEOPATHY IN KIRKSVILLE, MISSOURI. IN TIME, CHAPTERS OF DELTA OMEGA WERE ESTABLISHED IN A NUMBER OF OSTEOPATHIC MEDICAL COLLEGES AND THE ALUMNI OF THOSE COLLEGE CHAPTERS WERE MEMEBERS OF THE GRAND CHAPTER OF DELTA OMEGA. THE GRAND CHAPTER MET ANNUALLY DURING THE NATIONAL OSTEOPATHIC CONVENTION.

   AT THE GRAND CHAPTER MEETINGS IN 1988 THE NAME OF THE ORGANIZATION WAS CHANGED TO THE NATIONAL OSTEOPATHIC WOMEN PHYSICIANS ASSOCIATION (NOWPA), A NOT FOR PROFIT CORPORATION. ARIZONA COLLEGE OF OSTEOPATHIC MEDICINE CHARTER MEMBERS HAVE ELECTED TO USE NOWPA AS OUR OFFICIAL TITLE RATHER THAN DELTA OMEGA.

Purpose

THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORGANIZATION IS TO ESTABLISH AN ASSOCIATION OF STUDENTS AT THE ARIZONA COLLEGE OF OSTEOPATHIC MEDICINE WHICH SHALL ENDEAVOR TO:

4. MAINTAIN A HIGH STANDARD OF ETHICS AMONG ALL   OSTEOPATHIC  MEDICAL STUDENTS.
Article 1
SECTION 1. MEMBERSHIP. THE ORGANIZATION SHALL HAVE TWO CLASSES OF MEMBERS: ACTIVE AND HONORARY.
SECTION 2. ACTIVE MEMBERS. THE ACTIVE MEMBERS OF THE ORGANIZATION DURING A FISCAL YEAR SHALL BE THOSE PERSONS WHO SHALL HAVE PAID DUES FOR THAT YEAR.

SECTION 3. HONORARY MEMBERS. HONORARY MEMBERS SHALL INCLUDE THOSE INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE RENDERED DISTINGUISHED SERVICE TO THE STUDENTS OF THAT CHAPTER AND WHO HAVE BEEN UNANIMOUSLY ELECTED BY THE ACTIVE MEMBERS OF THE CHAPTER.
SECTION 4. VOTING RIGHTS. EACH ACTIVE MEMBER SHALL BE ENTITLED TO ONE VOTE ON EACH MATTER SUBMITTED TO A VOTE OF THE MEMBERS. DECISIONS AFFECTING CLUB ACTIVITIES AND FINANCIAL MATTERS SHALL BE DECIDED BY A MAJORITY OF ALL VOTING MEMBERS.
SECTION 5. MEETINGS. REGULAR MEETINGS THROUGHOUT THE MONTHS THAT SCHOOL IS IN SESSION ARE SUGGESTED BUT NOT REQUIRED. MEETINGS AT MONTHLY INTERVALS ARE SUGGESTED. A MEETING MAY BE HELD FOR THE PURPOSE OF TRANSACTING THE BUSINESS OF THE

ORGANIZATION OF FOR EDUCATIONAL BENEFIT TO THE MEMBERS OR A COMBINATION OF PURPOSES.
Article 2

SECTION 1. OFFICERS. THE OFFICERS OF THE ORGANIZATION SHALL BE A PRESIDENT, A VICE-PRESIDENT, A SECRETARY, A TREASURER AND A HISTORIAN. THE OFFICERS SHALL BE ELECTED ANNUALLY BY THE MEMBERSHIP PRESENT AT A REGULAR MEETING HELD DURING ONE OF THE FALL MONTHS OF THE SCHOOL YEAR. ALL OFFICERS SHALL BE OSTEOPATHIC STUDENTS.
SECTION 2. PRESIDENT. IT SHALL BE THE DUTY OF THE PRESIDENT TO PRESIDE AT ALL MEETINGS. THE PRESIDENT SHALL HAVE GENERAL SUPERVISION OF THE AFFAIRS OF THE ORGANIZATION AND SHALL SEE THAT ALL ORDERS AND RESOLUTIONS OF THE MEMBERS ARE CARRIED INTO EFFECT. THE PRESIDENT MAY APPOINT COMMITTEES AS NEEDED TO CARRY OUT DUTIES AND FUNCTIONS OF THEIR ORGANIZATION.
SECTION 3. VICE-PRESIDENT. IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PRESIDENT, THE VICE-PRESIDENT SHALL PERFORM THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT AND PERFORM SUCH OTHER DUTIES AS MAY BE ASSIGNED TO HIM OR HER.
SECTION 4. SECRETARY. THE SECRETARY SHALL KEEP A RECORD OF ALL MEETINGS IN A BOOK WHICH SHALL BE PASSED ON TO A NEW SECRETARY IN ORDER TO KEEP AN ONGOING RECORD OF THE ACTIVITIES AND TRANSACTIONS OF THE ORGANIZATION. IN THE SPRING, BEFORE LEAVING OFFICE, THE SECRETARY SHALL PREPARE AND SEND A REPORT OF THE CHAPTER'S ACTIVITIES AND MEMBERSHIP LIST TO THE SECRETARY OF THE NATIONAL (PARENT) ORGANIZATION.
SECTION 5. TREASURER. THE TREASURER SHALL COLLECT ALL DUES AND FUNDS BELONGING TO THE ORGANIZATION AND KEEP SUCH MONEYS IN AN APPROPRIATE DEPOSITORY. THE TREASURER SHALL KEEP AN ITEMIZED ACCOUNT OF ALL RECEIPTS AND DISBURSEMENTS, AND PAY ALL BILLS APPROVED FOR PAYMENT. IN ADDITION, THE TREASURER SHALL KEEP RECORD OF THE FINANCIAL STANDING OF EACH MEMBER OF THE ORGANIZATION AT EACH BUSINESS MEETING.
SECTION 6. HISTORIAN. THE HISTORIAN SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE STORAGE AND MAINTENANCE OF MATERIALS WHICH ARE PERTINENT TO THE HISTORY OF THIS ORGANIZATION.

Article 3
SECTION 1. SPONSOR. THE MEMBERS OF THE ORGANIZATION SHALL SELECT A WOMAN PHYSICIAN WITH WHOM THEY ARE COMPATIBLE AND WHO IS WILLING TO SERVE AS SPONSOR OF THE GROUP. THE SPONSOR SERVES AS AN ADVISOR, GIVING GUIDANCE AND SUPPORT.

THE SPONSOR SHALL BE A MEMBER OF THE NATIONAL OSTEOPATHIC WOMEN PHYSICIANS ASSOCIATION. SHE MAY BE A FACULTY MEMBER OF THE COLLEGE OR A PRACTICING PHYSICIAN IN THE COMMUNITY. IF THERE IS NO WOMAN PHYSICIAN WILLING TO SERVE IN THIS CAPACITY A FEMALE MEMBER OF THE FACULTY OF THE COLLEGE MAY BE SELECTED AS SPONSOR.

Article 4
SECTION 1. AMENDMENTS. THE POWER TO AMEND THESE BY-LAWS SHALL BE VESTED IN THE MEMBERS OF THE GROUP. AN AMENDMENT MAY BE MADE BY A TWO-THIRDS MAJORITY OF THE VOTING MEMBERS OF THE CHAPTER.

Article 5

SECTION 1. ALL CHECKS, DRAFTS, OR DEMANDS FOR MONEY SHALL BE SIGNED BY ONE OF THE FIVE DESIGNATED OFFICERS OF THE CORPORATION.
